Through her art, Amoros
convey an ephemeral wonder, entrancing the viewers
from all different backgrounds and communities to
become agents of empowerment. Her lighting installa-
tion allows us to feel in her artwork her longtime fasci-
nation with the intersections of sculpture, lighting, ab-
straction and landscape.
